Pazmany's Rescue Plane

Bob Kreutrer brought us an useal treat al April's meeting:
ouiing drawings of two light-weight (almost uitraight ) airplane
“eonfigurations” to be used for downed pilot rescue in remote
areas (see Figure 1). One most interesting feature of these
airplanes, is that they were designed by famed aircrall designer,
Ladislo Pazmany! [ apologize jor the spelling if it iz incarrect,
fJ{ Mr. Pazmany apparently did a brief stint ar MeDonnell
Aurcralt Co., whereby Mr, Kreatrer, being o current employes
of said company, came upon the outline drawings in a archive
cleaning excrcise and alertly saved them from the garbage can.
Chood shiow Bob!

Omne design is a pod and twin boom pusher configuration
where the twin vertical stabilizers join at the top [orming an
inverted "V, The other is a ducted fan pusher “V* tail, Both
LOPAZ" conlgurations shown use a 4cycle 74 hp Rotax
engine for power. The aircraft are designed for Short Takeoll
and Landing (STOL) presumably to get in and out of small
ficlds, My thought would be “helicopter” for this mission but
according 1o Bob, helicopiers are difficult to conceal from radar,
hence the “ultralight” conliguration. The aircralt’s low radar
reflectivity is cohanced by laceted fusclage sides. Would this
make a neat eleciric model or what? The faceted (slab) sdes
should not be too difficult to construct. . Constant chord wings
arc casy and pusher electnc motors are no problem (prop on
backwards, reverse motor polanity). Since this "scale model”
was never bult or flown, you could interpret the scale details
anyway you wanl, painl il pink, or whatever. Bob has the
original 1/10 scale vellums from which any size outline can be
derived. We now have photocopied original size versions and
various reductions from which 1o plol our next move! Any
oiher takers (besides me) or collaborators?

The camera is a
cheap 35 mm, with auto advance, fixed in a homemade
box with @ servo on the outside 1o push the button.
Picture quality is reasonable considering you usually don't
know exactly what you're siming a1 A lesson learned
carly on is that the camera must be very well insulated
agains vibration (o ensure adequate clarity and color.

Bob Kruetzer displayed a couple sets of plans he ob-
tained from his place of work, They were all varations
af a project in the late 80%s called LoPaz (Pazmany Low

Observable). Secms the famous designer and suthor L,
Parmany had drawn several versions of a small {rwna
place ), stealthy, prop.-driven, single man reconnaissance
plane designed to retrieve personnel from within enemy
territory. OF interest were the [aceted surface arcas and
invierted V-tail that were inlended 1o be less visible 1o
radar. Also. since propellers are highly visible 1w radar,
one varation detailed a ducted pusher fan approach.

Finally, everyone was treated to a live demonstration
of Steve N.s clectric powered Kyosho Concept EP
helicopter. 'With everyone gathered out on the fronl
lawn, Steve showed us how effortlessly he could hover
the craft within one foot of the surface. MNat only that,
he went up, down, and turnsed around! Steve is new to
helicopter Mying and his demonstration reaffirmed o all
present that have never tried just how tricky it must be.
As Steve M. asks “Can you walk, chew gum, and rwiddle
both thumbs at the same Gme?”, Sieve's new toy is a
must-sec with its special homemade baby blue training
wheels and custom rotor ftailboom deflection device,
Power is a can-05 and seven 800mA cells. Weight is
-:l;rpm!:im.ﬂ.td:r three pounds. Flying time is about five
minutes.
